Robin Finlay, an Edinburgh chartered accountant, a member of St Matthew’s parish church in Morningside but a great admirer of the Chapel, at his own expense built up a lending library of all the Sunday sermons and Thursday Bible Schools in the Chapel from 1963 to about 1985. By 1968, he had amassed over four hundred tapes and sent twelve hundred copies a year in response to requests from all over the world.  They were supplied also to the team that went to the home of shut-in members and sat with them while one or more services were played over.

He operated from his home/office at 174 Braid Road, Edinburgh, and later became Charlotte Recordings Limited, a non-profit making company recognized by the Revenue as charitable, so it was financed by donations (chiefly from himself). As the work grew, he employed Henry Kaminski, who collected Mrs Finlay’s car every Friday, took the heavy recording equipment to the Chapel on Sunday, and returned it (car, recorder, and the new tapes) to Braid Road, where he had a room for storing the tapes and making copies.

All loans were free of charge, and while there was no time limit on the borrowing, a second tape was not sent until the first had been returned.
 Most of the master tapes are in the Chapel archives – see below.

On the death of Robin Finlay, on 19 August 2006, his widow offered the entire stock and supporting papers to the Chapel, where they are; it is believed that other copies of the Alan Redpath Sunday tapes have gone to the Billy Graham organisation in America.

There are five copies of Robin Finlay’s catalogue in a box marked Charlotte Recordings in the Chapel archives, four are complete.
